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 It is more important that you can work on your own than in a group
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 It is more important to get merits for yourself than for the group

Getting to School and lessons on time is my responsibility

 How I behave is my responsibility

 Having the correct uniform is my responsibility

Getting involved in activities outside lessons for example in sport is important to me

Getting involved in school\house council or becoming a leader is something that I would like to do.

 Helping yourself is more important than helping others

 Students electing house leaders is the best way to choose them

 There are enough opportunities for students to vote on school issues

The school should be organised in a way that gives students a say in its running

 The school should be organised in a way that lets staff make decisions

 The school should be organised in a way that gives politicians a say in decisions

 The school should be organised in a way that gives parents a say in decisions

 Wearing trainers as part of uniform should be decided by a whole school vote (i.e. staff and students)

Staff and students should have equal rights in school

 At FGS girls are valued as much as boys

 Staff should be told off if they are late to school twice in one week

Everybody at FGS is valued equally

 Staff get better toilets because they look after them

 Exclusion is always used fairly at FGS

Classroom rules are always applied fairly at our school

Staff are always open with students about decisions

. I feel I can be open with my personal issues  / problems with someone at the school

 Bullying is not covered up at FGS

 We can clearly see where all the money is spent in our school

Open discussions are allowed before decisions are made here

 I get enough support from other students at school

 I get enough support from other staff at school

I get more support from my family than I do from the school.

This school is divided into small gangs/cliques/groups etc

 Honesty is the most important value at our school

Stealing from a large shop is acceptable

Grassing someone up is acceptable

Stealing school equipment is acceptable

 Stealing from students is acceptable

Copying or downloading coursework is acceptable

 At school we care what our neighbours in the local community think about us

 It is OK to drop litter outside the school

 On the bus, train or in the street, it is still important to give people a good impression of the school

 In our tutor group older students look after younger students

 Around school staff and students care for each other

 Students are well cared for at FGS
